SUGGESTED AGREEMENT FOR USE OF PART OF A WOODLAND FOR A COMMUNITY ACTIVITY

1. The term of this agreement is for ? months/years from (insert start date)

1. The use is to be for (brief description of project), any further activities need the written permission of the owner.  The area to be used is part of the woodland as marked on the attached plan and such use is non-exclusive (ie the owner will continue to use the woodlands for their own purposes).  This agreement is a personal one and is not to be construed as a business tenancy of any sort.
2. The user will give the owner 3 months' notice of termination. Should there have been a payment for the period beyond the notice period, payment will be refunded pro rata once the use has been finished and the property satisfactorily been made good. Notice should be given in writing.  The owner may terminate the use at any time in writing with a period of 28 days for the licensee to move their property from the land.  Such notice may be given for any reason or no reason at all.
1. A fee of  £100 (?)  per year will be charged from the date of this license and payment will be annually in advance on or before the anniversary of this agreement.     Late payments will attract an additional fee of £50.
1. The use of the land and access is as defined on the plan provided (or if no plan then on the agreed area). The upkeep of the access is the responsibility of the licensee.  Any damage done to the tracks must be repaired by the licensee.
1. The woodland owner must be given keys for access to any locks on gates or buildings.
1. lThe Licensee must give notice of any one-off activities that might cause disturbance to others.
1. Any planning applications, change of use plans, track improvements or felling licence applications must have the prior approval of the owner.  The owner will expect a written report of activities once a year.
1. Any damage or dilapidations that the premises suffer during the licensee's occupation shall be made good at the end of this period of use or beforehand.
1. Felling or other forestry operations shall be done only with the owner's prior agreement.
1. No shooting rights are given (unless requested and agreed)
1. Any agreed high risk activities must be safety checked by qualified personnel, have staff with relevant training and be supervised at all times.  For example: tree climbing; off road biking; zip wire or water sports
1. The licensee will maintain good relationships with surrounding neighbours.  The licensee will not say anything to third parties coming onto the land which may be taken as granting any rights of way or granting any other rights and the licensee will turn away all trespassers.
1. General woodland care: all rubbish is to be removed from the site at the end of each visit. Any materials used in the wood for art and play purposes must be fully biodegradable, or tidied and removed periodically. Trees must be protected – nails and bolts must not be used to attach structures to trees, and bark must not be damaged.
1. The use of fires is with prior approval only, and necessary safety measures must be taken. 
1. The user will have third party insurance for all their activities and insurance appropriate for their use and will give a copy of their insurance policy to the woodland owner at least once each year.
1. The licensee takes full responsibility for third party liabilities and fully indemnifies the woodland owner against any claim that may arise as a result of the use of the woodland.
